3) Transition Movement Annual Conference

We agreed to fund the cost attending the conference - £115 before May 16th, £130 after, for each place - which includes meals for the 2 ½ conference days beginning Saturday, but excludes accommodation and travel expenses, for two people from TET, but, those two people must agree to share their experiences with all of the rest of us at an open meeting. We know this is short notice, but the transition movement has only just managed to confirm the venue. If more than two people would like to go, we will try to come to a compromise solution with all concerned
