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The aim of this charity is to ensure every person who wants to ride a bike locally has access to the necessary training and equipment to do so
regardless of age, ability, or income.
Access to cycling where lack of a suitable bike is the main issue.
The Charity “Ride On” is operating a scheme through which unwanted & pre-loved bikes are re-cycled and made roadworthy again to be loaned, in the first instance, to children who cannot access a safe roadworthy bike and adults who are returning to cycling and need to build their confidence again, or even learn for the first time!

The children who do not have bikes are to be loaned one by Ride On so that they can access the Bikeability course in school, a ‘road based cycling proficiency for the 21st century’, which is fully funded by the Department of Transport. At the end of the course their parents are able to make a small donation to the charity and the child rides away on their “new” bike to enjoy the freedom and health giving benefits that cycling can bring.
Current sourcing of bikes is from Devon and Cornwall Police, a local recycling unit and the people in the local community who will be donating unwanted bikes to the scheme voluntarily.

Each bike will pass through a partner where they will be refurbished and made roadworthy for the community to access through one of the schemes run by Ride On.

Ride On will fund the sourcing of parts at cost, payment of mechanics time and additional equipment such as helmets and safety gear for the children who complete their Bikeability course and adults who are returning to cycling after a long time.
This charity will be a self sustaining and not for profit scheme which benefits the local community in which it is located. It has already been successful in obtaining small amount of grant funding from Unltd., they help “start-up community schemes”, and a local grant awarding body “Teignmouth First” with thanks to David Cox the mayor for Teignmouth.
The current priority in April 2012 is to establish a base from which to operate where a full cycle maintenance workshop can be set up to run courses for anyone who is interested whilst at the same time recycling some of the donated bikes ready for others in the community.
Further stages of development for Ride On now in planning will include;

Local Employment Opportunities – full & part-time mechanics, tutors and ride instructors. Volunteer posts leading to qualifications and enhanced work opportunities.

A community cycle workshop – Bring your bike and fix it with the tools and expertise on site. Dismantle and Recycle parts from old bikes and help the environment by reducing landfill in Devon at the same time as helping Ride On keep its costs down.

Qualified Instructor lead rides  - Ladies only rides, over 50’s rides, new to a bike sessions, learn to ride all over again group or solo sessions, mountain bike trail riding on safe smooth routes, children’s’ parties and specialist “balance bikes” for 2yr olds to start early.
All Ability Bikes – are you, do you know someone, with a disability who would love to “ride a bike” and feel the wind in their hair? Ride On are working with several partners to bring specialist bikes with two seats & dual steering, wheelchair bikes, special trikes with full body support and lots more

Cycle Maintenance Classes – everything from free beginners drop in clinics  and structured evening courses for simple bike checks right up to full CYTECH courses qualifying successful candidates as cycle mechanics recognized by the British Cycle Federation
Bike Loan and Hire Schemes - Various options to borrow a bike of any size and even the possibility of a course to build your own bike from reclaimed spares and keep it! 

Mobile Workshop – Visiting schools, colleges, youth groups and business venues in the community to run one off or regular courses in cycle repair and basic maintenance where access, remote location, finance or group size makes repairing a bike difficult.

Ride On “Hang-out zone” – relaxed community area, adjacent to the workshops and recycling area, where ANYONE can drop in get some refreshments, even if they are not really interested in bikes, and hang with a bunch of healthy, happy like- minded cycle loving enthusiasts who just want to share their love of the bike!

Indoor Training Area – sometimes for beginners to learn effectively they need the pressure of the “outdoors” taken away from them. Useful to bring on older beginners and children in inclement weather which would otherwise prevent a good learning experiemce.
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
