Roxy suggested contacting local shops and businesses; Mike explained that most would have rented premises. Group agreed that we could look into a commercial premises section.

Mary attended some of the original meetings, and Mike attended the review meeting on the 9th November. 
Mike outlined the project and gave his impressions from the 9th November.
We have invited some of the team to Teignmouth to hear their experience and look at the latest edition of the project workbook. For Teignmouth the project is very 'do-able' if designed around a manageable time commitment. 
Discussion centred around some of the social and economic implications of how we choose to run the project, for instance, who we would try to engage and neighbourhood vs. central organisation, that is, would we have meetings in people's houses as Kingsteignton, or set them up in the centre of town. And whether or not we could engage with local businesses. 
Action – Mike to get the latest project workbook, and try to arrange for some of the Kingsteignton team to come to Teignmouth.
Christmas get-together
This year we are having a social with the Friends of Eastcliff Park and Teignmouth Fair Trade, 7.30 on December 13th at the TAAG centre, Northumberland Place, Teignmouth. Bring food and drink to share. Helen has submitted details to the Teignmouth Post. We are trying to arrange for some live music.
Bicycles, active transport, review and ideas.
Fran has suggested we apply for funding for a bike project. Wouldn't it be good to demonstrate some active transport ideas here in Teignmouth! Roxy mentioned that the 'Rinkydink' pedal powered sound system may still be available (Wikipedia has pictures http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Rinky_Dink ) and suggested a 'multicycle' (haven't found a picture ・ Mike). In the last 10 minutes of the meeting we had suggestions for bicycle buses, the Teignmouth human cycle machine ・ no, it hasn't been designed yet -  in the carnival that people could participate in (not necessarily all facing the same direction!) with any number of bells, whistles &c, film screenings powered by bike, and so on. Such a project would require funding applications and collaboration with interested groups.
Helen mentioned that it might help with funding bids to reflect that “active travel” is a hot topic, with today’s announcement of guidance from NICE on promoting walking & cycling: see
