Discussion:

Treasurer's report (Mike) – TET funds total £472.23, with recent contributions from the Clothes Swap and selling books.

Clothes Swap (Flo) – The event competed with beach weather, and attendance was slightly down on the Autumn Swap. Some of the clothes rails were held together by tape, which threatened to give way.

Funding for TET projects – Andrew Shadrake (Bovey Climate Action and DARE) has suggested several sources for funding, including:
·Awards for All - www.biglotteryfund.org.uk/funding/Awards-For-All Up to £10k for projects led by local people with clear skills, environment, health and advocacy outcomes.

·South Devon Coastal Local Action Group www.fundingsouthwest.co.uk/sdc/  new EU funding will be available from Jan 2015 and they have to spend it evenly over each quarter for 3 (I think) years. They prefer rural, so something outside the Town boundary might be good.

·Devon Community Foundation http://www.devoncf.com/apply-for-a-grant/- they have different very small grants available from time to time, good to get on their mailing list.

·Teignbridge CVS – have a great mailing of grant opportunities email. funding@teigncvs.org.uk They used to offer individual funding advice to groups.

·Rural Community Energy Fund (www.wrap.org.uk/content/rural-community-energy-fund )– £20k for feasibility studies into setting up a community owned company to finance, install and run renewables. Almost any technology. The app form is detailed, you need to have chosen a professional advisor having had 3 quotes, and you need to demonstrate community support for the idea.
Action – Adelia to invite Andrew to our next meeting Wednesday 25th June. (Note at 8/6/14 – Andrew has agreed to come to the meeting.)

Flo mentioned that Waitrose sponsor local groups.
Action – Flo to investigate.

Possible projects – The Yurt Action Group are looking space, Signage in Eastcliff park pointing out biodiversity and history, development of the Walled Garden for education and entertainment.
Action – Allow space for project ideas following Andrew's visit.
